Harvest 2009

We are now progressing with intake at a reasonable rate, when the weather allows.
Oilseed is 75% delivered with good yields and oils contents. Malting barley is 25%
delivered. Total store commitment due will be approximately 31,500t and to date 9000t
is delivered.

Opening hours are currently 7.00am to 6.00pm for intake with a night shift working
7.00pm until 7.00am to dry and move grain. Please can we reinforce how important it is
to book in your loads, as with so many different varieties of barley and wheat expected
there are limits as to the tonnage handled in one day. To speed up the intake process it is
helpful if your intake paperwork is completed prior to driving on the weighbridge. Any
loads arriving without passports and assurance stickers will not be tipped.
